ý elds after a þ ood.  Here are some tips to consider when dealing with water saturated soil.
A good soil testing program is essential.  Fields should be retested  and nutrient management 
plans should be based on the results.
Wet periods can reduce the organic matter in soil, which can cause low nitrogen levels.  Low 
organic matter means less mineralization to release nitrogen during the growing season.
Disease problems become greater risks due to þ ooding, so watch for pythium, corn smut, 
and crazy top.
